Strong women leadership

● CLFMs are predominantly led by women 

● Contrasts with mainstream finance: only 
14% of global financial leaders are women 
(OMFIF, 2023)

● Women-led CLFMs advance financial 
inclusion and serve as powerful vehicles 
for empowerment. Leaders often 
overcome social exclusion and 
gender-based discrimination, emerging as 
community leaders



Community ownership & trust building

CLFMs are only as effective as the degree 
to which they are truly owned and 
appropriated by the communities they 
serve. At the heart of this process lies trust 
— trust in the system, within the 
community that manages it and in its 
collective purpose.

Organic & gradual 
growth

Successful CLFMs grow 
gradually, shaped by 
community needs. 
Flexible, inclusive 
products — with peer 
support, repayment 
deferrals, and 
solidarity funds — 
address everyday 
challenges while 
supporting long-term 
goals like housing 
access.

Recommendations to 
public, private and 
non-profit actors



1. Public support

Public stakeholders must begin to see communities not as passive beneficiaries, but as 
co-investors, co-planners, and long-term partners in urban development.

1. Establishing local dialogue spaces where public, private, and community actors can jointly 
collaborate to access housing. 

2. Starting pilot projects that combine public funding for housing and infrastructure into 
community-led finance mechanisms.

3. Including community-led finance and community-led housing initiatives in national housing 
plans and laws, so that they can benefit from government subsidies.

4. Building long-term institutional partnerships between community federations, municipalities, 
and housing finance institutions to strengthen coordination and accountability.

5. Setting up simple and accessible public funding channels for community-led housing, 
including housing grants, subsidies and funds managed directly by grassroots organisations.



2. Regulatory frameworks

An important step toward giving more legitimacy and scale to community initiatives has been the formal 
organisation of savings groups into associations, federations, or cooperatives.

1. Simplify registration procedures and reduce costs, making it easier for savings groups and community 
federations to obtain legal status and access institutional support. 

2. Develop dedicated provisions and recognition frameworks for community-led financial institutions and 
other forms of community-based organisations (such as cooperatives, federations, or savings networks). 

3. Provide continuous technical and legal support and training to help community organisations 
understand regulatory systems, register formally, and remain compliant over time. This includes 
capacity-building, training, and advisory services tailored to their realities

4. Encourage spaces for exchange between public authorities, legal actors, and community networks, so 
that regulations are shaped by real experience on the ground and reflect the realities of how 
community-led finance works.
.



3. Tailored funding 

Key Findings

Institutional funders often hesitate 
to finance CLFM directly, 
considering them too informal or 
difficult to monitor.

Funding is often structured within 
rigid frameworks, poorly suited to 
the pace and practices of 
community-based initiatives.

To effectively support CLFM, 
funding mechanisms need to align 
with their governance structures, 
decision-making processes, and 
timelines.

Key measures

1. Create dedicated funding lines: Criteria 
adapted to community-based practices.

2. Adapt requirements : Flexibility in 
reporting, documentation, and 
disbursement schedules to match local 
dynamics.

3. Encourage blended financing models: 
Combine public/philanthropic funds with 
ethical private investments to share risks.

4. Support long-term partnerships: Move 
beyond short project cycles → enable 
planning, capacity building, and 
sustainable growth of CLFM.



4.  Seed & core funding

Key Findings

● Seed funding is essential in the early 
stages of CLFM: it enables ideas to be 
tested, results to be demonstrated, and 
momentum to be built for scaling.

● These funds complement — but do not 
replace — community savings.

● Technical support organizations are key for 
training, governance, and strengthening 
CLFMs.

● Building strong community-led financial 
institutions requires years of 
accompaniment, mentorship, and resources.

Key mesures

1. Provide dedicated seed funding: Funds for proof of 
concept, innovation, and scaling mechanisms, through 
grants that complement community savings.

2. Ensure core funding for support organizations: Stable 
resources for staff, training, financial education, and 
institutional strengthening.

3. Guarantee ongoing technical support: Continuous 
accompaniment of savings groups at all stages to 
consolidate sound and sustainable financial practices.

4. Integrate this support into public programs: Include 
community finance and its technical support within 
housing, financial inclusion, and urban development 
policies.



5. Research & development 

Key findings

● Limited understanding despite 
widespread practice: CLFMs are used 
across many regions, yet remain poorly 
understood by governments, donors, and 
financial institutions.

● Difficult to translate into formal 
programmes: Even when their value is 
recognised, stakeholders struggle to 
integrate CLFMs into public policies, 
funding schemes, or investment tools.

● Lack of accessible financial evidence: 
Community practices are rarely 
documented in formats that align with 
institutional requirements (indicators, risk 
tools, performance metrics).

Key measures

1. Develop shared financial and social indicators: Translate 
community finance dynamics into tools institutions can 
understand—without losing community values.

2. Co-create new financial instruments: Use participatory 
financial modelling involving communities, support NGOs, 
and financial experts to design funding tools inspired by 
solidarity finance.

3. Launch pilot programmes: Link academia, development 
finance actors, and community networks to test, adapt, 
and scale CLFM approaches.

4. Build knowledge platforms & data hubs: Collect 
evidence, assess impact, and share lessons across 
countries to strengthen visibility and legitimacy of CLFMs.



6. Experience exchanges

Key findings

● Fundamental for building and expanding 
CLFMs: Peer-to-peer exchanges enable 
communities, support organisations, and 
public authorities to learn from existing 
mechanisms and adapt them to local 
contexts.

● Catalysts for policy dialogue: When public 
officials or financial institutions participate, 
exchanges foster trust, reveal real results, 
and can trigger collaboration or policy 
reform.

● Chronically underfunded: Despite their 
proven impact, experience exchanges are 
often undervalued by donors who prioritise 
short-term, quantifiable results over 
long-term systemic change.

Key measures

1. Formalise exchange programmes in development 
strategies: Secure consistent funding for peer learning 
across regions and sectors.

2. Integrate exchanges into project design & evaluation: 
Recognise them as essential capacity-building tools, not 
optional activities.

3. Promote cross-sector participation: Bring together 
communities, NGOs, academia, and public authorities to 
jointly analyse lessons and co-develop strategies.

4. Document and assess outcomes: Produce evidence of 
how exchanges contribute to innovation, institutional 
learning, and scaling of CLFMs.



7. Women’s leadership and inclusion 

Key findings

● Women are central to CLFMs: They play 
leading roles in governance and daily 
operation, yet their contributions are often 
invisible in formal policies and 
programmes.

● Lack of recognition and integration: 
Women’s leadership within CLFMs is rarely 
acknowledged, documented, or reflected in 
institutional frameworks.

● Missed opportunities for empowerment: 
Without stronger links to women’s 
development programmes, leadership 
pathways and decision-making influence 
remain limited.

Key measures

1. Recognise and document women’s leadership: Ensure 
visibility of women’s roles within CLFMs in public policies, 
programmes, and reporting systems.

2. Integrate CLFMs with women’s development 
programmes: Create structured pathways for leadership 
development and stronger participation in 
decision-making spaces.

3. Strengthen institutional partnerships: Involve women in 
planning committees, advisory boards, and policy 
dialogue on housing and community finance.

4. Expand women’s strategic influence: Support 
mechanisms that enhance their ability to shape 
community resources and broader financial systems.

• In this way, wealth and 

knowledge is generated and 

retained by the commons.

Council Farms for Food Sovereignty?

• Britain’s council farm estate was established in the late 

1800’s with the aim of easing access to land for young and 

first-time farmers. 

• Councils lease the land, ideally below market rates, with the 

expectation that tenants will acquire the skills and capital to 

move onto private farms in the future. 

• These farms could be a vital first step into farming for some 

and could help address unequal land access among 

traditionally excluded groups. 

• The acreage of council farms in England declined by more 

than 50% between 1977 and 2017 

• Sell-offs are a good example of artificial scarcity being 

imposed through private accumulation.
